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Highlights 

 The number of initial occupational licenses issued by certain state agencies (licensing 
authorities) could increase under the alternative way for obtaining licensure under the 
bill. If the number of licenses increase, license fee revenue collected by licensing 
authorities will rise correspondingly.  

Detailed Analysis 

The bill could potentially increase the number of initial occupational licenses issued by 
certain state agencies, boards, and commissions that issue licenses to practice an occupation or 
profession in the state, as it provides an alternative way for an individual to obtain a license. 
Specifically, the bill requires a state licensing authority to grant an initial occupational license to 
an applicant who successfully completes a registered apprenticeship program in the field of work 
regulated by the licensing authority and meets other requirements. If the number of occupational 
licenses increase, license fee revenue deposited into state funds used by these certain state 
licensing authorities will rise correspondingly. Generally, these funds are used to cover the 
licensing authority’s administrative expenses, such that the additional revenue will offset the 
additional cost of processing new license applications.  

The table below lists the occupations for which a registered apprenticeship program 
exists in Ohio and that generally appear to be covered by the bill. The Department of Job and 
Family Services is responsible for registering apprenticeship programs and apprentices in this 
state. A list of registered apprenticeship occupations is available at 
https://jfs.ohio.gov/apprenticeship/program/index.stm. Additionally, the table displays the fund 
that the license fee revenue is deposited into.
