® Adds a member of the Paralyzed Veterans of America to the Veterans Advisory
Committee.
DETAILED ANALYSIS

Veterans Advisory Committee

The act requires the Director of Veterans Services to include a member of the Paralyzed
Veterans of America, who is a resident of Ohio, on the Veterans Advisory Committee. Under
continuing law, the Committee must include a representative of any congressionally chartered
“state veterans organization” that has at least one veterans service commissioner in Ohio.
Paralyzed Veterans of America is a congressionally chartered veterans service organization.!
Therefore, the Committee had to include a representative of Paralyzed Veterans of America
only if a member of that organization was serving as a veterans service commissioner in Ohio.
The act requires that Paralyzed Veterans of America be represented on the Veterans Advisory
Committee regardless of whether a member is currently serving as a veterans service
commissioner in Ohio.?

The Veterans Advisory Committee advises and assists the Department of Veterans
Services in the Department’s duties. The Department must submit to the Committee proposed
rules for the Committee’s operation. The Committee may review and revise these proposed
rules before submitting them to the Joint Committee on Agency Rule Review.

® A representative of the County Commissioners Association of Ohio (who must be a
county commissioner not from the same county as any of the other county
representatives);

= A representative of the Advisory Committee on Women Veterans;
" Arepresentative of a labor organization;

= A representative of the Office of the Attorney General.
