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BILL SUMMARY 

 Requires a school district that provides summer academic intervention services and 

that opts out of offering a summer food service in a school in which at least half of 

the students are eligible for free lunches to allow an approved summer food service 

program sponsor to use the school's facilities.  

CONTENT AND OPERATION 

Under the bill, if a school district that provides summer academic intervention 

services opts out of offering a summer food program in a school in which at least half of 

the students are eligible for free lunches, the State Board of Education nevertheless must 

require the district board to allow an approved summer food service program sponsor 

to use the school's facilities. The Department of Education must post a list of approved 

sponsors in a prominent location on the Department's website. 

Continuing law requires a school district that provides summer academic 

intervention services to extend its school breakfast program or school lunch program 

during the summer or to establish a summer food service program. The district board 

may opt out of the summer food requirement if the board determines that it cannot 

comply for financial reasons. 

The bill permits a district board to charge the summer food service program 

sponsor a reasonable fee for the use of school facilities, subject to continuing laws 

governing the use of school facilities. The fee may include the actual cost of custodial 

services, charges for the use of school equipment, and a prorated share of the utility 

costs as determined by the district board.  
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A school district also must require a summer food service program sponsor to 

indemnify the district and hold it harmless from any potential liability resulting from 

the operation of the program. The district and the sponsor must either add the sponsor 

as an additional insured party under the district's existing liability insurance policy or 

require the sponsor to submit evidence of a separate liability insurance policy for an 

amount approved by the district board. The sponsor must be responsible for any costs 

incurred in obtaining the coverage under either option.1
