Enforcement

R.C. 3517.121

Eliminates provisions of the bill that give the Attorney 
General exclusive authority to prosecute violations of the bill.

Requires that if the Ohio Elections Commission (OEC) 
determines that the bill has been violated, the OEC must either 
impose the full amount of the applicable financial penalty or 
refer the matter to the appropriate prosecutor, as determined 
under current law.
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
